The painter Nikos Nikolaou and his wife Angela settled in 
Aegina in 1964, and their home became a regular haunt 
for art lovers and intellectuals.

The renovation was 
carried out with respect for the history of the painter and 
his wife, retaining the atmosphere of warm hospitality for 
which the house was famous.

The surrounding space is instrumental in the feeling of 
serenity that visitors get from the very first moment. 
Pistachio, fig and olive trees and rosemary bushes swathe in 
scents and colours the main residence and the outbuildings. 

Guesthouse residents have access to all communal areas 
and can enjoy the sunset sitting on the stone benches where 
the Aegina ‘gang’ used to meet every afternoon: Nikolaou, 
Moralis, Kapralos, Elytis, and others.
